  An article from St. Hugo of the Hills Parish in Blo omfield by  Msgr. Anthony Tocco  

On Feb. 1, 2009, I preached a homily that struck a note with several parishioners.  They asked me to reprint it as an 
article. 

 
I began by reminding them that here at St. Hugo’s we have a history of doing more weddings than any other parish in 
the Archdiocese of Detroit.  When I first came to St. Hugo’s 24 years ago, we averaged 120 to 140 weddings a year.  
The point I was making was that in marriage preparation at the parish, the priest that officiates at the wedding meets 
with the engaged couple.  Often those couples have not been attending Mass regularly.  So during those meetings he 
usually asks why they want to be married in church.  A follow-up question is to ask why they want to be married in this 
specific church i.e. St. Hugo’s.  The answers are almost always the same. “We want to be married in church because 
we are Catholic.  We want to be married at St. Hugo’s because we love the chapel.  We want to be married here 
because our families are members and we have always wanted to be married here.” 
 
I will tell you now these are normal answers but are not good enough. 
 
In my homily I also said to the congregation that it is also interesting to ask Catholics in general why they come to 
church on Sunday.  Once again, they have pretty normal answers.  “We are Catholic.  Church law says that we are 
required to come to church on Saturday night or Sunday.  We come to avoid eternal damnation.  We come to church 
because we want to get into heaven. 
 
Once again, these are normal answers but are not good enough. 

What I try to explain to future brides and grooms...and what I always include in my wedding homily is what I preach consistently 
to the general congregation in church.  The essence of formal religion in the Christian/ Catholic tradition is a relationship with 
Jesus Christ.  To have that relationship is to know that Christ is no ordinary minister or rabbi. It is to know that he was much more 
than a good preacher.  To have that relationship is to understand from within that He is the very Son of God sent to us by a loving 
Father who wants us to turn our lives around.  The way we do that is simple.  We turn our lives around by loving Him, by believing 
in Him and by actively engaging in the ministry of His church. 

The Gospel of Mark for the 4th Sunday in Ordinary Time points to the Jesus we are called to know and love. 
Mark says that people were spellbound because Jesus taught with authority.  He wasn't like other teachers who 
came before Him.  So what were the people attracted to? 

They were attracted to Jesus because He gave them His heart. He did not nit-pick about the law.  He never tried to be clever with 
religious information.  He simply challenged them to do better.  He gave expression to their hungers. He gave expression to their 
needs.  He challenged them to give their lives to God from the inside out. 

What the entire church needs to understand is that when we gather in a place for worship, when we operate outside that space, we 
are His Body. We are His visible presence in the world. So why do we do what we do? Do we do religion because it is the law? 
Do we worship in order to hedge out bets against hell? I hope not. I hope and pray that we worship and pray because we love 
Jesus as much as He loves us. The point I make is clear. If we love the Lord, then we have to be like Him for others. We have to 
be like Him for our families, our friends, our parish, our communities, our country and our world. The fact is that everything we do and 
every decision we make must be from faith.. .a faith that always asks 'what would Jesus do if He were in my skin at this very mo-
ment?' This kind of faith has consequences in every area of our lives. So let me give you some statistical information.  [Continued on 
Pg.
